The other side of the Education and Health Services supersector is the Health Care and Social
Assistance sector, which is forecast to be the top growing industry sector in the state with a gain of
6,157 jobs. Ambulatory Health Care Services is set to gain 2,784 jobs, an increase of 4.85 percent.
Offices of Physicians is predicted to add 1,004 jobs to its workforce and be among the Top 10 of the
Top 20 Growing Industries list. Hospitals is projected to add 781 jobs to the workforce. Specialty
(except Psychiatric and Substance Abuse) Hospitals could see a 10.38 percent increase in jobs becoming
one of the top 10 fastest growing industries by percent change in Arkansas. Nursing and Residential
Care Facilities is slated to add 398 jobs, but Social Assistance is projected to add 1,823 new jobs, a 4.57
percent gain. The driving force behind this growth is Individual and Family Services, which is
anticipated to gain 1,596 jobs, placing the industry among the top five in the state in net change.
